ü Regular meetings

ü Tracks ñRed Flagsò over time

ü Receives reports from across the campus on disruptive, 

problematic, concerning behaviors, misconduct



Behavioral Intervention Teams ï(NaBITA)

ü Investigation

ü Performs a threat assessment

ü Develops course of action

ü Focus on prevention before the threat occurs

ü Provide positive image for prevention and not treating students 

as a ñthreatò

ü Focuses on a counseling model

× Do not traditionally involve police

× Do not traditionally involve high level administrative response

× Do not traditionally involve a crisis response

× May not include victims



What is Threat Assessment?

Process designed to:

Á Identify situations of concern.

Á Investigate persons and situations 

that have come to attention.

Á Assess the information gathered.

Á If necessary, manage persons and 

situations to reduce threat posed.
